San Andrés Bessette, conocido carifosamente como el
"portero de Dios", crecid en la mas profunda pobrezay
perdid a sus padres a los doce anos. De naturaleza
piadosa desde nifio y con escasa educacion, trabajé en
diversos empleos temporales antes de ingresar a la
Congregacion de la Santa Cruz. Alli se convirtié en el
portero del Colegio Notre Dame en Montreal, donde
recibia a la gente, ofrecia oraciones y se convirtio en
fuente de innumerables milagros, atribuyendo todas las
curaciones a la intercesion de San José.

Baptism Birthday

Did you know your the day you were baptized
is basically your spiritual birthday? It’s the
day you officially joined the family of the
Church — which is a pretty big deal.

So, go figure out what day you were baptized
and celebrate!

Saint André Bessette, affectionately known as
“God’s doorkeeper”, grew up in deep poverty and
lost both parents by the age of twelve. Frail from

birth and barely literate, he worked a series of
short-lived jobs before entering the Congregation

of Holy Cross. There he became the doorkeeper
for the Notre Dame College in Montreal where he
welcomed people, offered prayer, and became a
source of countless miracles, attributing all
healing to Saint Joseph's intercession. He saw his
simple job as opening a door to God's grace for
others, leading to his legacy as the "Miracle Man
of Montreal". Known for his profound devotion to
St. Joseph, Brother André welcomed the sick and
sorrowful with simple kindness, inviting them to
pray and trust in God’s care. He was able to build

a shrine to Saint Joseph with only a handful of

coins and trust in God.

He is honored as the patron saint of family
caregivers, the sick, the marginalized, those
seeking employment, and all discerning a religious
vocation.

Did Mary have other children after Jesus?

The short answer to this question is “No.”

Let’s explore further. Most likely you are asking this question because some Scripture
passages seem to suggest that Jesus had brothers and sisters. For example, here are two
such passages:

Mark 6:3 — Is he not the carpenter, the son of Mary, and the brother of James and Joses
and Judas and Simon? And are not his sisters here with us?”

Matthew 13:55-56 — Is he not the carpenter’s son? Is not his mother named Mary and his
brothers James, Joseph, Simon, and Judas? Are not his sisters all with us?

Should we conclude from these passages that Jesus had brothers and sisters in a literal
way, meaning Mary and Joseph had other children in addition to Jesus? Certainly not.
Below is a brief answer to this question that is taken from Chapter 3 - The God-Man and
His Mother of the book My Catholic Faith!

The Virgin Mother: Scripture is quite clear that Mary conceived Jesus in a virginal way -
by the power of the Holy Spirit. Additionally, it is the constant teaching of the Church
that she always retained her virginity. She had no other children and never engaged in the
marital act with Joseph. Sometimes this is confusing since there are references in the
Scriptures to Jesus’ brothers and sisters. But this language was commonly used in
reference to cousins. This shouldn’t confuse us if we understand the language of the
time. In fact, this language is still a common practice in other cultures of our day. People
from various African countries commonly refer to those within their own village as their
brother or sister when they are with them outside of that village.

God’s plan was for Mary to have one Son for various reasons. It was especially so because
we are all called to become brothers and sisters of Christ through spiritual adoption.
Therefore, if Jesus had had blood brothers or sisters, it would have undermined his
spiritual brotherhood with them. It would have made their relationship with Jesus
different. God desires this deeper spiritual relationship with all people. Mary is the only
blood relation to Jesus; thus, she shares a special bond with Him that no one else does. It
had to be that way if God were to become true man. Interestingly, even Mary’s deepest
bond with Jesus does not come as a result of her physical blood relationship. It comes,
first and foremost, by her spiritual motherhood. She is united with her Son primarily by
her perfect faith and obedience. It is this bond that surpasses the natural one.
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¢Tuvo Maria otros hijos después de Jesus?

La respuesta corta a esta pregunta es “No”. Exploremos mas a fondo.

Probablemente te estés haciendo esta pregunta porque algunos pasajes de las Escrituras
parecen sugerir que Jesus tenia hermanos y hermanas. Por ejemplo, aqui tienes dos
pasajes de ese tipo:

Marcos 6:3 — ;(No es él el carpintero, hijo de Maria y hermano de Santiago, José, Judas y
Simoén? ;Y no estan sus hermanas aqui con nosotros?

Mateo 13:55-56 — ¢(No es él el hijo del carpintero? ;No se llama su madre Maria, y sus
hermanos Santiago, José, Simén y Judas? ¢ No estan todas sus hermanas con nosotros?

¢Deberiamos concluir de estos pasajes que Jesus tenia hermanos y hermanas en sentido
literal, es decir, que Maria y José tuvieron otros hijos ademas de Jesus? Por supuesto que
no.

La Virgen Madre: Las Escrituras son muy claras al afirmar que Maria concibié a Jesus de
forma virginal, por el poder del Espiritu Santo. Ademas, la Iglesia ensefia constantemente
que siempre conservo su virginidad. No tuvo otros hijos ni se casd con José. Esto a veces
resulta confuso, ya que en las Escrituras se hace referencia a los hermanos y hermanas de
Jesus. Sin embargo, este término se usaba comunmente para referirse a los primos. Esto

no deberia confundirnos si comprendemos el lenguaje de la época. De hecho, este
término sigue siendo comun en otras culturas de nuestros dias. En diversos paises
africanos, las personas suelen referirse a quienes viven en su propia aldea como
hermanos o hermanas cuando estan con ellos fuera de ella.

El plan de Dios era que Maria tuviera un solo Hijo por diversas razones. Fue
especialmente asi porque todos estamos llamados a ser hermanos y hermanas de Cristo
mediante la adopcion espiritual. Por lo tanto, si Jesus hubiera tenido hermanos o
hermanas de sangre, esto habria socavado su hermandad espiritual con ellos. Habria
hecho que su relacion con Jesus fuera diferente. Dios desea esta relacion espiritual mas
profunda con todas las personas. Maria es la Unica pariente de sangre de Jesus; por lo
tanto, comparte con El un vinculo especial que nadie mas tiene. Tenia que ser asi para
que Dios se hiciera hombre. Curiosamente, incluso el vinculo mas profundo de Maria con
Jesus no proviene de su parentesco fisico. Proviene, ante todo, de su maternidad
espiritual. Ella estd unida a su Hijo principalmente por su fe y obediencia perfectas. Es
este vinculo que supera al natural.
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
